DON’T BUY ONLINE.

Have you 
ever seen a refrigerated Royal Mail or 
TNT truck?

DO BUY FROM GROCERY AND EVEN 
WAREHOUSE STORES. 
Ask if those stores keep their flowers 
refrigerated. If so, then they can be just 
as long-lasting as those at a florist.

NEVER BUY FROM THE SIDE 
OF THE ROAD. 
They’ll only last a day or two, because 
roadside vendors don’t get the best 
product.

LOOK FOR TIGHT BUDS. 
In other words, look for flowers that 
don’t look good at that moment 
because they’ll blossom in a few hours 
and will stay that way for many days. If 
those buds are already open, they’ll 
only last another day or two.

USE THE FOOD. 
If your flowers don’t come with a tiny 
packet of flower food, ask for it. And 
use it. That packet isn’t a gimmick it 
really does help.

DON’T BE AFRAID TO ASK FOR 
REPLACEMENTS. 
If you buy a jar of spoiled peanut 
butter, you take it back to the grocery 
store.  Florists (and other experienced 
retailers who sell flowers) know that 
they sometimes stock buds that are 
duds. 
If you’ve taken all this advice and they 
die early, ask for new ones.

Flowers
Now that Valentine's 
Day is almost here, it's 
got everyone thinking 
about flowers. Getting 
flowers for your loved 
one is a hallmark of this 
holiday of love, but it can 
be pretty pricey. 

Whether you're buying 
them for yourself or 
someone you care 
about, here are some 
tips to save on flowers.
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1. Make your own
You can always go the DIY route and 
make your flowers out of creative 
everyday items like tape and old book 
pages for an eco- and budget 
conscious move. These handmade 
flowers will not only save your wallet, 
but they are also a unique and creative 
touch.

2. Time it
Having the flowers delivered the day 
before and not on Valentine's Day can 
be a lot cheaper, so check to see if 
there is a difference in cost. Buying 
flowers the day after can be a lot more 
affordable as well, so you might want 
to wait a little.

3. Artificial flowers
If you're not the DIY sort, then you can 
always purchase artificial flowers, 
whether made of plastic or some other 
material. They tend to be a lot cheaper 
and last longer as well.

4. In-season flowers
Flowers that are in season tend to be 
cheaper than those that aren't, so 
consider visiting your local florist to 
get the details. Some in-season flowers 
include orchids, jasmine, hyacinth, 
anemones, and wax flowers.

5. Mix up the colours, 
flowers, and sizes: 
Don't go the traditional red, 
long-stemmed rose’s route, because 
they will be overpriced. Instead, mix up 
the colours and opt for other types of 
flowers. And if you're insistent on 
getting a red rose, who says a dozen 
roses is more romantic than a single 
elegant rose?

6. Go grocery shopping
Check out your local grocery stores, 
discount chain shops, and superstores 
like Costco for flowers. If the 
packaging or arrangement of the 
flowers looks cheap, then deconstruct 
the bouquet and arrange them so that 
they'll look more chic. 

7. Potted plants
Get your loved one a potted plant, like 
an orchid, so she can watch it grow, 
while you save money. It's a great 
alternative because you're giving a 
one-of-a-kind gift that can keep on 
growing — a living testament of your 
love.

8. Use greenery
Instead of flowers, consider using 
greenery to amp up your bouquets. It's 
a refreshing take on the traditional 
Valentine's bouquet.

9. Skip the vase
The cost of a vase can tack on more 
than £15 to the total price of your 
bouquet. Skip the store-bought vase, 
and use your own. If you don't have 
a vase, then be creative and use 
something lying around the house, 
be it an old wine bottle, Mason jar, or 
tin can.

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Cherry Tomato 
Toasts

There's no need to spend all your time 
or money on an appetizer. Keep it 
simple with this easy and delicious first 
course that's basically bread, olive oil 
and tomatoes with a sprinkling of fresh 
herbs. This recipe makes 4 servings, 
but it's an easy recipe to halve.
Per serving: £1.80

This simple bruschetta tastes best on 
sourdough bread, but feel free to use 
whatever bread you have on hand to 
cut down on cost. Also, choose dried 
oregano over fresh for an inexpensive 
option.

INGREDIENTS 
1 pound large cherry tomatoes 
(about 24) 
1/4 cup olive oil 
2 tablespoons fresh oregano leaves or 
2 teaspoons dried oregano 
Freshly ground black pepper 
1 teaspoon kosher salt 
8 slices sourdough bread 
2 garlic cloves, halved lengthwise 

PREPARATION 
Heat oven to 275F. Arrange the tomatoes in a 
shallow baking dish or on a cookie sheet. 
Drizzle half the oil over the tomatoes and 
sprinkle with the oregano, a few grinds of 
pepper, and half the salt. Bake about 40 
minutes or until the tomato skins pucker and 
split slightly. 

Remove from oven. Set oven to broil and toast 
the bread on both sides until golden (or use 
a toaster). Remove to a serving dish and 
immediately rub the cut sides of the garlic 
into one side of each slice. Sprinkle with the 
remaining 1/2 teaspoon of salt and drizzle with 
the remaining oil. Serve the tomatoes on top 
of the toast. Roasting caramelises the natural 
sugars in tomatoes, giving them more 
sweetness, more intense flavour, and richer 
colour.

Skirt Steak with Lemon
& Chilli Roasted Potatoes

What man won't fall for a meat and 
potatoes menu? But you can stay 
within your budget by using skirt 
steak, one of the more inexpensive 
cuts of beef. With only 6 ingredients, 
not counting the salt and pepper, this 
recipe is actually two-in-one because 
the potatoes are the side dish. Other 
than the fresh thyme, the seasoning 
ingredients are all pantry staples.
Per serving: £2.97

INGREDIENTS 
1 1/2 pounds Yukon gold or new 
potatoes cut into 1-inch pieces 
3 tablespoons olive oil 
1 teaspoon chilli powder 
Kosher salt and pepper 
8 sprigs thyme 
1 1/2 pounds skirt steak 
1 lemon, quartered 

PREPARATION 
Heat oven to 425° F. 
Mix the potatoes, oil, chilli powder, 1 teaspoon 
salt, 1/4 teaspoon pepper, and thyme in a 
medium bowl. Transfer to a roasting pan and 
cook, stirring once, until crisp and golden 
brown, about 40 minutes. Remove the potatoes 
from oven, transfer to individual plates, and 
wipe the pan clean. 

Season the steak with 1 teaspoon salt and 1/2 
teaspoon pepper. Place on the clean roasting 
pan. Broil the steak to the desired doneness, 3 
to 4 minutes per side for medium-rare. Transfer 
to a cutting board and let rest 5 minutes before 
slicing. 

Serve with the potatoes and lemon quarters. 

Upgrade: Skirt steak is a quick-cooking, 
reasonably priced cut of beef. If you prefer a 
thicker, leaner piece, try boneless rib eye or 
strip steak and add 2 to 3 minutes of cooking 
time per side.
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Broccoli with Lemon 
Crumbs

Fresh broccoli is in season, so it's a 
smart buy. Not counting the salt and 
pepper, it's only 4 ingredients, and 
you'll already be buying lemon for the 
entree. This recipe makes more than 2 
servings, so we suggest cutting the 
recipe in half.

INGREDIENTS 
2 slices whole-wheat bread 
2 tablespoons butter 
1 lemon 
1/2 teaspoon kosher salt 
Freshly ground black pepper 
2 12-ounce bags broccoli florets, or 
1 large bunch broccoli, cut into florets 

PREPARATION 
Whirl the bread in a food processor or blender 
to make bread crumbs. Melt the butter in a 
small skillet. Add the bread crumbs and sauté 
over medium heat until toasted. Grate the zest 
from the lemon. Cut the lemon in half and 
squeeze the juice from one half into the pan. 
Add the salt and several grinds of black pepper 
and cook, stirring constantly, until dry. 
(The Lemon Crumbs can be made to this point 
up to 2 days ahead. Spoon into a plastic bag 
and set aside at room temperature.)

Microwave the broccoli according to the 
package directions. (If using fresh broccoli, 
pile the florets on a microwave-safe plate and 
sprinkle with a few tablespoons of water. Cover 
with plastic wrap and microwave 3 to 5 minutes 
or until crisp-tender.) Remove and sprinkle with 
the Lemon Crumbs.

Time-saver: Cook the broccoli florets right in 
their microwavable bag. No waiting for water 
to boil. And, again, no extra pot to clean.

Bittersweet Chocolate 
Sorbet

Simple and elegant, this 4-ingredient 
chocolate dessert is a great way to end 
your meal. Because it's a make-ahead 
dessert, you won't have to worry about 
interrupting your romantic dinner with 
any dessert prep. It makes 6 servings, 
so you'll have some left for a repeat 
performance the next evening.
Per serving: £0.55

This indulgent bittersweet chocolate 
sorbet has such deep chocolate flavour 
and rich consistency; no one will 
believe its low-fat!  Freeze the sorbet 
up to two days in advance; let stand at 
room temperature 15 minutes to soften 
a bit before scooping. 
Yield: 6 servings 
(serving size: about 2/3 cup) 

INGREDIENTS 
2 1/2 cups water 
1 1/4 cups sugar 
1/2 cup unsweetened cocoa 
3 ounces bittersweet chocolate, 
finely chopped 
2 teaspoons vanilla extract 

PREPARATION 
Bring water to a boil in a medium saucepan. Stir 
in sugar and cocoa; reduce heat, and simmer 5 
minutes, stirring frequently. Remove from heat; 
add chocolate and vanilla, stirring until choco-
late melts. Cover and chill completely.

Pour chocolate mixture into the freezer can of 
an ice-cream freezer; freeze according to 
manufacturer's instructions. Spoon sorbet into a 
freezer-safe container; cover and freeze 1 hour 
or until firm.
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Top Wines Less 
than £20
You don't have to spend a fortune for a 
nice bottle of wine. There are great choices 
that won't break the bank and will pair 
nicely with this menu. The best options for 
this menu featuring skirt steak will be one 
of the reds.

Of course, since you've saved so much 
money on the menu, you might want to 
splurge on the wine.

There’s more in store. 
We told you not to buy flowers online. 
Well, that goes double for diamonds. 
Many online diamond dealers tout that 
their stones are certified, so you 
don’t need to see them. But if you’re 
spending a lot of money, comparing 
stones in person and under 
magnification is important. Use the 
internet as a pricing guide, but if you 
can get similar prices from a local 
jeweller, you’re better off buying 
locally.

Certify before you buy. 
Speaking of certificates, once you like 
the look, go by the book. Most people 
know diamonds come with certificates 
that attest to their “Four Cs” – cut, 
carat, colour, and clarity. But even 
gold has marks you need to look out 
for. “The manufacturer’s trademark 
must be on that item, close to the 
karat stamp.

But don’t go 
certificate-crazy. 
The young lady is not going to 
wear the certificate. So get the 
most beautiful stone you can for your 
budget. And if you get the hard-sell 
from any jeweller, take advantage of 
the competition for carats: If you walk 
in and don’t have a good feeling, we 
say, go to the next place.
